We also started the Residential Institution for tribal boys in village Sandalpur of Dewas district.This massive
expansion was done to serve the extremely poor tribal population living in interior areas in Madhya Pradesh.
The new health initiatives are very much needed and were launched after doing rigorous fieldwork to assess the
need in various areas. In Bengal, we continue to serve children from poor and vulnerable backgrounds in the
residential institutions for both boys and girls. As the COVID situation has come under control, children have
returned and the institution is running in its usual manner. We thank all our supporters, wellwishers, volunteers,
advisors, local communities in areas of our operation for the multifarious ways in which they have rendered their
support to us in the past. We are immensely grateful to all of them.

The financial year 2021-22 witnessed tremendous and quite
unprecedented growth of Parivaar’s operations, especially in
Madhya Pradesh. We have been fortunate to expand our services to
serve more people from the tribal areas of Madhya Pradesh. We
expanded our Seva Kutir Project and opened 400 new Seva Kutirs in
the financial year, taking the total number of Seva Kutirs to 661 by
the end of March 2022.

Parivaar ( www.parivaar.org ) is a humanitarian organization inspired by the spiritual and humanistic ideals of Sri Ramakrishna and
Swami Vivekananda, with its chief institutions and projects in West Bengal and Madhya Pradesh.

Bengal
In Bengal Parivaar has two residential educational institutions – Parivaar Vivekananda Sevashrama for Boys and Parivaar Sarada
Teertha for girls. With around 1600 resident children, these are West Bengal’s largest free residential institutions for children from
deprived and destitute backgrounds. We provide residential living, education, and overall child development through sports, cultural
and recreational activities etc in a loving and caring atmosphere for boys and girls from early age of 5 till their higher education
(university level graduation or employability programs).Parivaar’s Residential Institutions are seen as a model institution in the field of
caretaking and overall development of vulnerable children. We have been the recipient of the 2011 National
Award for Child Welfare from the President of India, the highest recognition by the Government of India.

Madhya Pradesh (data given as of 31st March 2022)
1. Seva Kutirs : 
More than 60,000 poor tribal children being provided with high quality supplementary education along with 2 nutritious meals in the
Seva Kutir program. As on 31st March 2022, there are 661 Seva Kutirs in operation in as many villages across 14 districts.

2. 24*7 Ambulances Service :
 95 Ambulances in tribal areas of 19 districts, serving thousands of persons. These served more than 47 thousand cases by 31st March
2022..

3. Vision restoration for Elderly : 
More than 27 thousand persons operated for cataract and other eye ailments and another 2 lakh plus persons served with general
examination, medicines and glasses in more than 1000 camps in some poorest rural and tribal pockets of 24 districts.

4. Mobile Health Clinics : Running 12 Daily Mobile Health Clinics with doctors in 8 districts, which treated and provided free medicines
to more than 2.6 lakh persons. Patients with severity are taken to higher medical centres as far as AIIMS Delhi, Jaipur, Bhopal, Indore,
Jabalpur, Nagpur, Gwalior.

5. Three Residential Institutions in Madhya Pradesh - 2 for Boys in Dewas and Mandla districts, and one for girls in Mandla district. One
more institution for girls will start in Sehore district by July 2022. There will be 900 children in total in these institutions in the
Academic Session 2022-23. These are expected to scale up year after year.

As on 31 st March 2022, there are around 1600 resident children at Parivaar’s Residential Institutions.
Out of all resident children, nearly 1200 are from highly impoverished tribal pockets from districts of Bankura,
Purulia, Midnapore (W), Birbhum and Sunderbans in West Bengal and Singhbhum, Saraikela, Ranchi and Giridih
in Jharkhand.
From non-tribal areas i.e. around 400 children, the children have either lost both the parents or have only
mother who is in very difficult circumstances of deprivation. These are children of high vulnerability prone to
exploitation, child labor, vulnerability of being used by anti-social elements, conditions of homelessness etc.

11 batches of Grade 10 children pass with 97% doing on their first attempt despite being very late started in
education.
9 batches of Grade 12 children pass with 100% doing on their first attempt despite being very late starter in
education.
More than 400 of our earliest children getting employable after skill programs with NSDC affiliates after their
graduation / higher secondary in respectable firms.
 Some children also working with Parivaar as interns in important roles along with doing their graduation and
being developed for frontline leadership in future years.

III. Key Developments in FY 2021-22

(i) Regular Campus Activities

Due to the 2nd wave of COVID, we had to send most of the children back to their homes around April 2021. 
From 6th to 10th grade, we had to switch to online classes. We were unable to perform physical classes for
the youngsters from April to October 2021. However, as COVID instances began to decline in November 2021, we
brought our children in grades 6 to 10th back to our campus so that we could perform physical lessons. We also
 began regathering children in the 1st to 5th grades in January 2022. As a result, beginning in November 2021, 
we started operating the school six days a week, and from January 2022 onwards, we started operating at nearly 
full capacity. We took every precaution to ensure cleanliness and good health. We also took special care of the
children who were returning from homes. The curriculum has been created in such a way that the gap might be 
filled as quickly as possible, allowing them to resume their education.



(II) Children from Sundarbans Admitted

81 boys and girls from Daarijungle island of Sundarban were admitted into Parivaar residential institutions in April
2021.

(III) Again in February 2022, 189 children (109 boys and 80 girls) from some of the most inaccessible areas of
Sundarban islands admitted into Parivaar residential institutions.



 (IV) Basketball Coaching

We are running a basketball program where we have inducted 275 children (129 girls and 146 boys) within age
group of 12 years to 18 years. We started the program in 2019 but due to covid situation in 2020 & in 2021 we
could not run the program smoothly. But from November 2021 the program was back in full swing. Children are
being trained under professional resident coaches (one female and two males). The training sessions are designed
in such a way that they do not clash with the education program. We have two separate Basketball courts in both
campuses.

Daily Training schedule:
• The training session for the girls is conducted in the morning from 5.30 am to 6.45 am and 7.30 am to
9.00 am. Also a session is conducted in the evening from 4.15 pm to 5.45 pm.
• The training session for the boys is conducted in the morning from 7.30 am to 9.00 am and in the
evening from 4.15 pm to 5.45 pm and 7.00 pm to 8.00 pm.

 (V) 10th&12th Results :

74 children appeared for 10th Board Examination out of which 50 were boys and 24 were girls. All
of them have passed.

30 children appeared for 12th Board Examination out of which 15 were boys and 15 were girls. All
of them have passed.
One girl and one boy appeared for the 10th Board Examination from the ICSE board. Both of them
have passed.





(I) Seva Kutirs : 661 Seva Kutirs in 14 Districts

As on 31st March, 2022, we have 661 Seva Kutirs in as many villages in selected tribal areas in 14 districts of
Madhya Pradesh. In the period between April 2021 and March 2022, we opened 400 new Seva Kutirs. Thus,
there was a massive expansion in the FY 2021-22. Children undergo 6 hours of education, life skills, and
overall development along with 2 adequate and nutritious meals daily. There are around 60,000 children in
total in these 661 Kutirs. Besides this, the Seva Kutir platform with about 4000 fulltime field workers, cluster
coordinators, resource persons, district anchors, educationists, teachers, cooks and volunteers – predominantly
from the local communities – also enables us in many other activities related to general development and
service in these villages. The local panchayats, block and district administrations remain in close touch with
us. The Seva Kutir platform has enabled us to launch many powerful nitiatives like Daily Mobile Clinics, 24*7
Ambulance Services, Vision Restoration Programme for Elderly and Local Nutritional Sustainability through
fruit tree plantation drives.

(II) 24*7 AMBULANCE SERVICES
Parivaar started this new line of service activity in June 2021, and rapidly expanded it to cover remote
and poor tribal areas in several districts. These ambulances provide access to hospitals in emergency
situations on a 24*7 basis throughout the year in tribal pockets, which are highly underserved areas. By 31st
March 2022, 95 ambulances had been deployed and were running in tribal areas of 19 districts. These
served more than 47 thousand cases in the year, and traveled more than 20 lakh kilometers. The cases
related to deliveries, accidents, serious illnesses such as heart attack etc. The government is highly
appreciative of this valuable service which was lacking in these areas. There are only a few government
ambulances covering a tehsil/block, which generally has an area of more than 1000 sq.km. Because of this,
people face huge difficulties in accessing hospitals. There are 89 designated tribal Blocks in MP and some
other areas having significant tribal population. The number of ambulances that we have decided to run in
various districts depends on the present government ambulance services in these areas, accessibility problems
and our field and manpower strength across the villages.



(III) Vision Restoration Program
This program was also scaled in the financial year 2021-22, from the month of June onwards. In the poor, rural
areas in Madhya Pradesh, where we work, the problem of cataract and other eye ailments is very common,
especially for the elderly. And due to poverty and difficulties in accessing good hospitals, most of them remain
untreated, and gradually lose eyesight. It’s a tragedy that despite being a simply curable illness, cataract
causes loss of eyesight for millions of persons in India. To address this problem, we have collaborated with
highly reputed and big eye hospitals in Madhya Pradesh. We organize eye camps in villages, where on an
average 150-200 persons come for examination. They are examined, given medications and glasses, and those
needing surgeries are then taken by us in buses to the hospitals where they stay for 3-4 days and are
operated. The details of the work done in the financial year 2021-22 is given below.



(IV) Mobile Health Clinics
We started the first Mobile Health Clinic on 14th June 2021 and by the end of March 2022, we had 12 such
clinics running in 8 districts. Our experience of working in remote and poor tribal villages in Madhya Pradesh
has highlighted the dismal conditions of people suffering with various diseases or disabilities. Due to poverty,
lack of access to good hospitals and doctors, they suffer from the sickness without getting the desired
treatment. Therefore, we have started full day mobile clinic service in the villages. We employ a qualified
doctor who visits 3-4 villages daily and examines around 100-150 patients. Free medicines are also provided
to the patients. Those patients who are referred to Block or District Level Hospitals, because of serious illness,
are also taken to these hospitals for treatment by Parivaar. in the year 2021-22, we served more than 2.6 lakh
cases.



(V) Residential Institutions

The year 2021-22 saw the starting of the residential educational institution in village Sandalpur in Dewas
district. The academic session started from July 2021, though because of COVID restrictions, we could
physically bring the children into the campus only in December 2021. There are around 300 boys in the
institution, studying in Grades VI & VII by March 2021. By July 2022, we expect around 300 more children to
be admitted, which will mean around 600 children in total. These are tribal children from remote villages of 8
districts - Dewas, Sehore, Harda, Betul, Vidisha, Khandwa, Alirajpur and Barwani. There are 3 hostel buildings
for children and 1 school building. We intend to increase the capacity of this institution to more than 1500
children in the next 3 years.
Another residential institution for tribal girls will start from July 2022 in Sehore district. In 2022-23, there will
be around 150 children in this institution. In Mandla town, we are running 2 residential institutions for around
200 tribal children (both boys and girls) who are studying in Grades IX-XII. 



(VI) Parivaar Fruit Trees Plantation Campaign - 40,000 papaya saplings planted

Continuing the mission to plant fruit trees across the highly impoverished tribal villages across districts in
Madhya Pradesh, 40,000 papaya saplings were planted in our Seva Kutir villages of Dewas and Sehore districts
in the last week of April 2021. The saplings have been given totally free of cost by Shri Raj Mohan’s Sustainable
Green Initiative. The entire exercise was meticulously planned by SGI and our team. The trucks containing
saplings reached and delivered saplings at 3-4 locations in these districts, near to our Seva Kutir villages. From
there, we transported the saplings to our 87 Seva Kutir centres (45 in Dewas and 42 in Sehore district) in
tractors arranged by the villagers themselves. Once the saplings reached the Seva Kutirs, villagers came there
and were given the saplings for planting.Around 8,000 poor tribal families were given 5 papaya saplings each,
which they planted near their houses or in some cases in their fields also. They were instructed and guided by
the Seva Kutir staff on the technique of plantation, which was explained to us by the SGI team. This entire work
was carried out over a period of 5-6 days, and with the joint efforts of the Parivaar team and the village
communities that we serve. Papaya is a rich source of nutrients and is an easily manageable plant, and we
really hope that these and other such plantation initiatives



(VII) Parivaar Flood Relief Efforts in Sheopur district

Due to continuous heavy rains for more than a week in the first half of August 2021, Sheopur and some other
districts in northern Madhya Pradesh faced intense flood like situation. Our Sheopur District Team (around 500
full time workers) engaged in massive relief efforts, and worked day and night in very difficult situations. We
provided food to thousands of hungry people; evacuated them from the flooded villages and took them to
shelters; took people needing emergency medical care to hospitals. 10,542 freshly cooked full meals were
provided to the affected people. The team showed exceptional courage and compassion in helping the
extremely poor and vulnerable Sehariya community that mostly inhabits these places (Sehariyas are one of the
poorest and most vulnerable communities in not just MP or India, but on the whole earth, as remarked by
renowned economist Jean Dreze). The Ambulances and Mobile Clinics which had started recently in Sheopur
came very handy in this disaster, ferrying the people to hospitals/shelters. More than 250 persons were served
in this way. There were numerous occasions when our team carried the people through flowing waters, risking
their own lives. 
 



(VIII) Parivaar's Winter Relief Program for Poorest tribal villages. (50
thousand blankets distributed) 

As part of our yearly Winter Relief Program, we distributed around 50 thousand quality blankets to vulnerably
elderly, before the start of the winter season. Our field-workers carried out this massive exercise covering
more than a thousand poorest tribal villages in Madhya Pradesh. 

(IX) Visit of Shri Sachin Tendulkar to Parivaar MP

Bharat Ratna Shri Sachin Tendulkar spent a day in Dewas and Sehore districts visiting our Residential Institution
in Dewas district and Seva Kutir in a village of Sehore district. He interacted with the Sevavratees and the
children and hugely appreciated our work.
